10 YEAR LEVEL TERM
CERTIFICATE DESCRIPTION

    This benefit is level and extends for a period of ten years.  Premiums are level and are payable for ten years.  At the end of each ten year term period, benefits may be renewed for another ten year period at the premium based on a current age.  Benefits expire at age 75. Benefits may be converted to any whole life plan then being offered at the rate for the current  age, until the final conversion age of 75.

ISSUE AGES
    Issue ages are 15 through 65.

20 YEAR LEVEL TERM
CERTIFICATE DESCRIPTION
    The benefit is level and extends for a period of 20 years.  Premiums are level and payable for 20 years.  At the end of the 20 year period, coverage ends.  The plan is not renewable but can be applied for with regular underwriting.  Benefits may be converted to any whole life plan then being offered at the rate for the then attained age until age 75.

ISSUE LIMIT

      The minimum size of the certificate is $50,000 face or $150 annual premium whichever is less.
WAIVER OF PREMIUM
    The Disability Waiver of premium benefit is offered as a separate rider.  Rates are different for males, females, non-smokers, and smokers.  The waiver of premium benefit is defined as a waiver of 10 Year Level Term benefits to age 75 during continuing disability, provided the insured becomes disabled before age 60.  If disabled at age 75, the certificate converts automatically to a Whole Life plan.  Disability waiver rates increase every year upon renewal.  The last issue and last renewal age is 59, coverage terminates at age 60.  
ACCIDENTAL DEATH
    The accidental death benefit is offered as a rider and provides a level benefit equal to the face amount of the certificate, not to exceed $300,000, expiring at age 70 without value.  Rates are level and do not increase.  The rates are the same for males, females, non-smokers and smokers.  This benefit is issued at ages 15 through 65, with renewal to age 70.
OPTIONAL BENEFITS
    Accidental Death Benefit (ADB) and Disability Waiver are offered as optional riders.  The 10 Year Level Term Plan can be issued as a rider to a Whole Life certificate, providing it is not greater than 15 times the Whole Life face amount.  Certificate fees are waived only on the rider.  Minimum face is $10,000.

Single payment Option for ages 0-15

 We do offer a one time payment that will insure coverage until age 25 without additional payments.

Rates are:

  $10,000 for a one time payment of $250.00

  $25,000 for a one time payment of $500.00

CONVERSION CREDIT

    The plan has a conversion clause which allows the member to convert at any time, at or prior to the age 25, to any plan of insurance being offered by WESTERN CATHOLIC UNION.  Conversion will be permitted without evidence of insurability for insurance amounts up to two times the amount in force at the time of conversion.  Larger amounts will be available subject to satisfactory evidence of insurability.  If it is not converted, coverage will expire without value on the anniversary that first follows the insured’s 25th birthday.

A TRANSFER CREDIT

    A transfer credit is granted in the amount of $1.00 per year for each $1,000 of insurance.  This credit is granted at any time prior to conversion.  As an example, upon conversion at age 25, a 

certificate that has been in force since issue age 0 for $10,000, will provide a transfer credit of $250; if conversion is at the age of 20, the credit is $200.

   The transfer credit may be used only towards the purchase of the new insurance with annual 

premiums (except the Single Premium Plan).  No part of the transfer credit will be paid in cash.  If the transfer credit exceeds the first year premium under the new plan, the excess will be forfeited
